CCHS SILVER SERVICE HONOR
Interested CCHS students must complete 200 hours or service during their four years of high school to receive the Silver Service Honor Cord on Senior Awards night.  They may begin accumulating service hours during the summer following their 8th grade year (if they successfully completed 8th grade).

Service hours must be completed independently from obligations such as Boy Scouts, Girls Scouts and other groups that give honors or credit for service.  Basically, volunteers may not receive payment or course credit for service honors; in this instance the hours would not count toward the Silver Service Honor.  Volunteers will document all work and will get the signature of the official individual in charge of the service for documentation purposes.  Examples of volunteer service hours include, but are not limited to:

· CCHS Service Learning Program (tutoring students)

· Volunteering at July 4th activities

· Community performances outside of CCHS

· Volunteering at pre-schools, daycares, etc.

· Volunteering at nursing homes or care facilities

· Helping teachers with bulletin boards or other activities during non-school hours.  Projects during school hours, require prior approval.

· Cleaning up around the school grounds, painting projects, and various other school projects that involve some type of service

· Volunteering at community/church rummage sales

· Volunteering at athletic events (school and other) to keep score, officiate, or perform other needed services (Examples = conference wrestling tournament, Youth Basketball Leagues, etc.)

· Community food drives

· Church events such as Election Day Dinner (servers, dishwashers, clean-up, etc.) and other community church events.

The above are ideas of activities that you could consider in doing volunteer work for the service hours.  Working for family members may not qualify towards hours.  In addition, you may not accumulate service hours during school time unless approved by the principal.  If you are unsure whether a particular activity qualifies for the program, SEE MR. STEPHENS OR MRS. SCOTT BEFORE COMPLETING THE SERVICE WORK!!

Completed Silver Service Honor sheets may be turned into one of the secretaries or an administrator at the high school office at any time.  Please return your hour sheets in a timely manner.  Hours from over 1 year may be determined as expired since checking on them may be difficult.
